PINEWOOD DERBY RULES 

 
THESE RULES WILL BE FOLLOWED AT THE DISTRICT 

PINEWOOD DERBY, SO THEY SHOULD ALSO BE USED AT 

YOUR PACK PINEWOOD DERBY! 
1. Registration is open to boys per Den classification:  Tiger, 

Wolf, Bear and Webelos from each pack that conducted a 

Pinewood Derby this scouting year, after September 2007.  

Cost per entrant is $4.00. 

2. Each boy will race his car according to the Den classification in 
which it raced during the Pack Pinewood Derby.  Webelos who 

crossed over to a Troop may participate if they competed at 

the Pack level this Scouting year.  

3. All cars must be made from the official Cub Scout Grand Prix 

Pinewood Derby Kit and must have been made and raced this 

Scouting year. 

4. When Scouts come in; they will go through Check-in by 

themselves holding their own car, Parents and Siblings are not 

allowed in this Area. Adults and Siblings must be seated in 

Spectator area. If a car does not pass inspection there will be a 

Pit area set up and one Adult will be allowed in this area.    

5. At least 50% of the work must have been done BY THE 

SCOUT. Scouts are to SAND and PAINT their own cars not 
the Parents; Older Scouts are expected to do more. Derby 

Officials will decide at weigh-in.  There should not be any 

SHOWROOM FLOOR PAINT JOBS. Judges reserve the right 

to question Scout on how the car was made, sanded and 

painted etc. 

6. During Check-In each car will be put through a series of 
inspections:   



A. Weight (5oz.) 

B. Size 

C. Percentage of work done by Scout  

D. The Shape of the front of the Car 

E. Wheel shape, alignment and design 

7. Only kit nails may be used to affix the wheels. Axles must be 

visible and parallel to slots, not tilted. 

8. Wheels may not be beveled or brought to an edge anywhere on 

the wheel surface. Wheels must ride flat to the racing surface. 

Weights on the bottom of the car should be countersunk so the 

car does not drag on the track. 

9. Cars weighing over five (5) ounces will not be registered.  
10. Wheel washers and bushings, springs and loose materials are 

prohibited. 

11. Only powdered graphite may be used on the axles and must be 

applied prior to arriving to the race. 

12. Once registered, each car will be impounded until the boy is 

called to race it.  NO, further work can be done to the car. 

13. The Starting Line Judges reserves the right to turn cars 
around that, go around, over or stick to the Starting Pin. If a 

car breaks or is damaged during a race, Judge has the right to 

allow the Scout to fix car. No repairs can be made without 

Judges Approval. Race Marshall has Final say on what can be 

repaired and Race Marshall will set a time limit. 

14. If a boy placed in the top three for his Den classification at the 
Pack Level, and cannot attend the District Race no one may 

race his car, it falls back to your fourth place winner. 

15. Each entrant will receive a patch.  Trophies will be awarded 
for first, second, and third place in each Den classification, the 

1
st
, 2

nd
 and 3

rd
 place overall winners. 

16. ALL entries must be registered and paid for NO LATER THAN 

10 DAYS PRIOR TO THE RACE.  No registration will take 

place at the door.  All entrants’ fees must be paid at the time of 

registration or the scout will not be allowed to race.  

17. Please adhere to the following check-in schedule: 
11:00 PM-WEBELOS 11:30 PM-BEARS 

12:00PM-WOLVES 

12:30 PM-TIGERS 



(Races should begin every forty-five minutes, starting at 11:30 

PM, with the District Championship beginning around 1:30 

PM. 

18. ALL RACERS MUST WEAR ”A-UNIFORM SHIRT AND 

NECKERCHIEF”.  ANYONE NOT IN UNIFORM WILL 

NOT BE ALLOWED TO RACE, AND WILL BE 

DISQUALIFIED. 

19. Each Pack registering any boys to race MUST also register at 

least one adult Volunteer to work that day, (or several to fill 

the time slots from (11:30 to 1:45) 

20. Parents, relatives and friends are invited to view the races and 
to cheer their favorites. 

21. Please use the attached registration form and return it by May 

2nd, 

22. Purchased Cars are Strictly Prohibited. We will have Pictures 

of all the cars that are being sold on ONLINE AUCTION 

SITES.

 All the boys want to do is Race their Pinewood Derby cars. If a Parent or 
Guardian act unscout like the Race Marshall will talk to them and if the
